Yes, fellow Franklin Countians, it is hot outside — or should we say exces-sively warm since hot is what they have in the Southwest?
Remember those beautiful, warm days of springtime with humidity in the very comfortable range?
Hope you enjoyed them as much as I did because they are gone — and it’s likely going to be October before we have another run of days like that!But be thankful we’re not in the American Southwest where temperatures are reaching levels, almost daily, that seem difficult, if not impossible, to believe, let alone survive.

Take one example, a homeless encampment in Ari-zona where the temperatures have reached nearly 120 degrees Fahrenheit for the last 16 days straight.That’s hard for me to comprehend — let alone try to live through!
It’s been so bad in Arizona that some of our fellow Americans have been treated for second degree burns caused by contact with sun-cooked pavement that has reached 160 degrees.
Now that’s hot.
One burn center in Phoenix reported it had treated 10 patients with contact burns serious enough to require hospitalization — just from contact with the pavement.As this was written, more than 110 million people were under extreme heat advisories in the southwest as brutal conditions caused by a heat dome threatened to break records.

In many desert areas, temperatures were routinely soaring past 120 degrees during the day — and then adding insult to injury — temperatures were dropping to just 90 degrees at night.
While that’s bad, consider California’s famous Death Valley, normally one of the hottest places on earth. Tem-peratures there reached 123.8 degrees on Saturday and were expected to peak in the 129 degree range — with temperatures not dropping below 100 even at night.Honestly, I’m not sure how people can survive that kind of heat — especially sustained heat with little to no break in temperatures, even at night.The border city of El Paso, Texas, marked its 30th con-secutive day of temperatures reaching or topping 100 on Saturday.

In Tucson, Arizona, police found a deceased homeless person — and discovered his body temperature was 102 degrees even in death!
Wow! I guess we Tar Heels have a lot to be thankful for — even though it’s plenty hot for most of us.I’m going to try to stop complaining (too much) about temps in the high 90s and instead use that energy to look for shade or, better yet, some air conditioning.And once I find one of those spots, I’m going to cross my fingers and hope that really, really insanely hot stuff stays out west — or better yet, dissipates and gives those folks some much-needed relief.Confusing tactic

Many things that our government does are just baf-fling, even to an old reporter who has been writing about their antics for decades.But I have to say that Franklin County has probably set a new record in the baffling department — and boy is it ever costing us money.
As you probably read in last week’s edition of your

a heads-up — then ace reporter Carey Johnson ferreted out the details for last week’s story.Here’s concern number one: If this was such a great idea, why didn’t county officials make a big deal out of their efforts, shouting from the rooftops about how in-spired their decision was?
Nope, it was kept quiet as long a possible and that raises some red flags.
This arrangement also could be a problem because it makes it appear that our county leadership has no faith in our State Representative Matthew Winslow and State Senator Lisa Barnes.

When county commission-ers met on July 10, social ac-tivist Beverly Kegley brought two synergistic pieces of in-formation to Franklin County officials.
Kegley, a member of the Franklin County Interfaith Council and no stranger to town and county leadership 

first reminded the board that a loose, grass-roots effort to save the Louisburg Theater continues to push forward.
In fact, members of the Save the Louisburg Theater were slated to meet with Preserva-tion NC to look into the pos-sibility of saving the theater.

Let me interject, here.
Back in 2003 Robert Carr and his Carr Family Theaters bought and re-opened the theater, which sits across from Louisburg Town Hall.

The property was then sold to Robert F. Johnson, accord-ing to the county’s tax office website for $10,000 in July 2011.
In March 2020, GK Inno-vations LLC bought it from Johnson for $200,000.
Then, in August 2022, Franklin County bought it for $200,000 from GK Innova-tions.
No definitive use has been divulged but, best guess, it’ll be used as an entry point for a newly renovated courthouse annex.

And, last time I checked, it’s pretty hard to drive through a building, so my guess is that building is coming down.
If not, I sit, waiting for a call from county management or staff to set me straight.
The reason I bring all of that up is because there have been ample opportunities for the community to rally — of course, I mean purchase the property — and work toward restoring the place to its origi-nal luster.

That didn’t happen. The county stepped in and bought the property.
Who knows, maybe this social media group of almost 700 folks can apply an appro-priate amount of pressure to change the county’s mind.

We’ll see.

The other reason Kegley appeared before the board was to drum up support that is probably more pressing — putting in place programs for the homeless in Franklin County.
The Interfaith Council has procured the efforts of a pro-fessional film company to put together a documentary — putting voices, stories and faces to the problem in Frank-lin County.

Since there is no theater, the 

documentary, Gimme Shelter, will be shown at Louisburg College’s Seby B. Jones Per-forming Arts Center audito-rium — 501 N. Main Street, Louisburg.
Doors open at 2 p.m. on Saturday, July 22. The film starts at 3-ish, Kegley said, right after some movie trail-ers. A question and answer session will take place after, along with a reception.

County commissioners and management have been invit-ed. Certainly, the Louisburg Theater would have been an ideal setting, but it’s not avail-able. Let’s see who shows up to try and solve something and save people in Franklin County.

In May, the town amended 

its pubic nuisance ordinance

Town Code Administra-

tor Andy Thomas said the 

structures are in poor shape 

and the house, at one time, 

had a tree growing through 

the roof.
Property owners, he said, 

have had three years to 

make improvements, but 

the structures are “in a sor-

ry state and they have not 

touched it in three years,” he 

said.
During the board’s special 

called meeting on June 26, 

commissioners acted upon 

the code administrator’s rec-

ommendation to demolish 

two structures at 126 Nash 

Street — a single story home 

and an unattached garage.

The actions in May and 

June were made without 

public comment or discus-

sion by the board.
However, during the pub-

lic comments section of the 

June 26 meeting — which 

takes place after board ac-

tion — Garvin entered the 

meeting hall and described 

the board’s actions as nefari-

ous and deceptive.

YOUNGSVILLE — The Youngsville Fire Department 

began full emergency response coverage this month.

The decision came as Franklin County and its fire de-

partments are still trying to work out a more modern 

emergency Medical Responder Program that outlines 

respondent criteria, equipment requirements, incentives 

for calls, and liability issues for participating fire depart-

ments.
“This is an historic moment for the Youngsville Fire De-

partment and for our community,” Youngsville Fire De-

partment President Justin Graney said of the service that 

began on July 1.
“We are proud to add this service for those that live, 

visit, or work in our community, as our focus will always 

be on saving lives,” he said.

Youngsville’s service expansion is governed by the 

agreement it signed with the county in 2012.

Twice, Franklin County management has presented 

an updated plan to commissioners — which could be 

tailored to fit all of the county’s fire departments — as a 

means to supplement its overwhelmed emergency rescue 

system.
However, the aforementioned issues remain outstand-

ing for a majority of the county’s fire departments.

Graney said the Youngsville Fire Department Board of 

Directors and chief officers didn’t want to wait any lon-

ger.
“... Franklin County and the county’s fire chiefs con-

tinue discussions on an updated, modern, optional, and 

customizable agreement,” Graney said.

“There is no timeline on when that will be accomplished, 

but a modern updated agreement continues to be neces-

sary and a key focus of the Youngsville Fire Department.

“We wish to thank County Manager Kim Denton and 

Assistant County Manager Ryan Preble for their contin-

ued work on this important initiative and hope to find 

resolution in the near future.”

Youngsville’s emergency medical response program 

serves the entirety of the Youngsville Fire District on a 24-

hour basis.
