Early College High could have new home soon

Look, I know how 
how some ideas can 
sound CRAZY at the 
time.

I’m sure that back in 
the 1950s, when bank-

ers, builders and other 
leaders looked out at 
wooded areas and open 
fields between Durham 
and Raleigh and said 
— this looks like a great 
place to put some state-
of-the-art businesses 
and industry — they 
were met with blank 
stares or, worse, laugh-
ter.

And, I’m also sure 
that  when President 
Hoover signed appro-
priations to build a dam 
and “entrepreneurs” 
decided to build casinos 
and hotels in the middle 
of the desert, develop-
ers there were met with 
much skepticism, as 
well.

Having the benefit of 
time, we’ve seen that 
both projects have been 
massively successful.

At RDU, the first 
major firm to move into 
the research park was 
the Chemstrand Corpo-
ration, relocating from 
Decatur, Ala. to the park 
in May 1959. 

Then came Inter-
national Business 
Machines (IBM), some 
more forward thinking 
and vision and, today,  
RTP is one of the larg-
est research parks in 
the country and ranks 
among the top parks in 
the world.

As far as that patch 
of dirt in Vegas, well, 
it’s only one of the most 
successful recreation/
destination resorts in all 
of the world.

Why do I bring up 
these seemingly eco-
nomic development 
long shots?!? 

Well, that’s because 
the grassroots group, 
the Northeast Franklin 
County Revitalization 
Committee, has what 
you might consider a 
dream in their heart and 
economic development 
dollar signs in their eyes.

The group was formed 
several years ago and, 
recently, narrowed their 
focus to three goals:

• Bolster broadband 
service in the area;

• Develop agri-tour-
ism opportunities;

• Install a marketing 
plan that attracts resi-
dents and businesses to 
the area.

Better broadband, 
according to county 
staff, is on the way in 
Franklin County and the 
northeast region.

Committee members 
have worked diligently 
to market and promote 
the area, hosting a sig-
nature event last year.

Now, they’re thinking 
big with the possibility 
of promoting tourism 
around the region’s gold 
mining history.

Going back to the 
1800s, the gold rush 
brought many prospec-

tors to northeastern 
Franklin County.

The rush brought 
people, ancillary busi-
ness and industry to 
Franklin County and the 
region.

Members of the com-
mittee hope they can 
capture that kind of suc-
cess again.

They want to restore 
the Portis Gold Mine, 
complete with a 
museum, and use it as a 
lure for visitors.

Admittedly, it won’t 
be easy, or inexpensive.

The 450-acre site is 
owned by a group of 
private investors.

The Northeast wants 
to buy anywhere 
between 50 to 100 acres 
to accomplish their goal.

“I just think the gold 
mine could be a nucleus 
of a lot of attractions 
in the area,” group 
member Lucy Allen said 
at a previous meeting in 
January.

The group’s facilitator, 
Dr. Jim Foster, said that 
if the group was really 
serious about doing the 
project, while they don’t 
yet have the funding, 
they have everything 
they need to get started.

“One of my roles with 
this group is that I’m a 
seed planter,” he said 
during the group’s Feb. 
24 meeting. 

“One of the things 
that we’ve talked about 
as a group, from the 

Students at Franklin County’s Early College High School could have a new building to call home soon — and at minimal cost to county taxpayers.Preliminary conversations have been going on for some time about replacing the aging and increasingly inadequate ECHS modular-style build-ing that the school has about outgrown. That building is adjacent to the Franklin campus of VGCC on NC 56 West, Louis-burg.
Franklin County Superintendent of Schools Rhonda Schuhler has confirmed the offer from Vance-Granville Community College, noting that the final details have yet to be worked out, but that conversations thus far are promising.She explained that the final decision will be made by the Franklin County commissioners, who are to be pre-sented with a preliminary offer from the Vance-Gran-ville Board  of Trustees in the near future.She said she has met with Franklin County Manager Angela Harris to go over the offer and that Harris will be presenting the offer to the commissioners soon.Franklin County school officials have been study-ing options for the ECHS for some time. Enrollment at ECHS has reached about 200, the maximum number of students that can be handled in the current modular units.

In addition, there are concerns that the laboratory and other facilities in the school are not optimum for the curriculum that is heavily focused on math and science.By comparison, the current ECHS building is about 11,000 square feet while Building 5, which VGCC is offering, is about 20,000 square feet.Currently, ECHS has eight medium-sized class-rooms while Building 5 has 10 large classrooms, larger hallways, more storage space and more office space.
Building 5 also has laboratories — and classroom space that could be converted into more labs if needed.
The VGCC building also boasts several “shared space” areas that ECHS students and staff can con-tinue to use as they always have, school officials said.In addition, parking should not be an issue with Building 5 although it has become one at the high school’s existing site.

ECHS, the only Franklin County school at the moment that has an “A” grade from the state, gives high school students the opportunity to obtain both their high school diploma and an associate’s degree in four or five years.
It has been popular with both parents and students and usually has a waiting list of students wishing to enroll. This year, for instance, 50 students were accepted and nearly 50 were placed on a waiting list. Currently, interested students are selected for ECHS by an annual lottery system.

The Franklin Campus of VGCC has suffered a decline in enrollment in recent years and parts of the campus have been under utilized for some time, prompting the college’s trustees to consider a con-ditional offer to Franklin County that would allow VGCC access to the existing Early College mobile units (pending a few modifications) as well as plans 

for future expansions.
There has been no timetable for an announced deci-sion, although one is expected soon.From my perch here on Bickett Boulevard, this seems like a win-win for both schools — and a good deal for taxpayers as well.

It’s no secret that the ECHS needs better quarters if it is to continue to grow and meet the needs of Franklin County young people.
If VGCC isn’t using its campus to capacity — and since it sits right next door to ECHS — it makes perfect sense to utilize an existing facility instead of borrowing the money to con-struct a new school building.

The county commissioners, most of them anyway, 

have been very supportive of the Early College High School — as they should be.
The school, which is specifically targeted at kids who were not necessarily headed for college but clearly had the talent, is meeting a real need in this community and deserves all our support.
To the credit of ECHS students and staff, the school has received an “A” rating for the last two consecutive years, despite being housed in an inadequate building that is as ugly as a mud fence.
Getting the school into a much better building with improved facilities, like laboratories, that are needed for such a school is bound to improve staff and stu-dent morale — and likely student performance as well.

LOUISBURG — Meeting in an unusual session to deal 

with an unusual crisis, the Franklin County Board of Educa-

tion Monday night granted sweeping emergency powers to  

Superintendent Rhonda Schuhler to allow her to deal 

with the escalating COVID-19 crisis.
The special Monday 

night meeting was con-

ducted partially over the 

internet and partially 

in the West River Road 

administrative complex 

where board chair Paige 

Sayles and member Rose-

mary Champion were in 

attendance. The remain-

der of the board joined 

the meeting electronically, 

the first time that has been 

done locally.
The move came after 

North Carolina Gov. Roy 

Cooper declared a state of 

emergency and ordered 

the closure of all the state’s 

public schools through 

at least March 30 (now 

revised to May 15).
Since local board of 

education have supervi-

sion over the local public 

schools, they have the 

power to prescribe the 

duties of the superintendent -- and decided that Dr. 

Schuhler should have greater flexibility to respond 

quickly to the evolving crisis.

That being the case, the board granted her:

•Authority to temporarily waive board policies or 

provisions of policies as she deems necessary to comply 

with guidance from health or government authorities or 

as necessary for other effective responses.

•Authority to take any lawful actions necessary to 

ensure the continuation of public education, to provide 

for the health and safety of students and employees 

or respond to direction from health and government 

authorities. 
Such actions may include: adjustments to the curricu-

lum and the provision of alternative educational pro-

gram options; adjustments to employee work schedules 

and assignments; modifications to the school calendar; 

adjustments to the delivery of school-provided meals; 

limitations on access to property owned or controlled 

by the Board of Education; applying to any governmen-

tal body for financial or other aid as may be available; 

and applying to any governmental body for waiver of 

regulations or requirements, compliance with which is 

affected by the COVID-19 emergency. 

•Authority to enter into contracts without board 

approval for any dollar amount necessary for the pur-

chase of resources, materials, equipment, supplies, or 

services for sanitation, cleaning, technology, instruction 

or other needs directly related to the COVID-19 emer-

gency situation, provided such action is consistent with 

all applicable state and federal laws.
